
Description: You will reproduce an artwork by a French-speaking artist. You will also write a description of the piece and artist, and say why you chose it.

Guidelines:

1. You can choose any painting by a French-speaking artist. Some notable artists are Degas, Renoir, Morisot, Manet, Monet, Cézanne, Van Gogh, Gauguin, Rousseau, Matisse, Toulouse-Lautrec. magritte.

2. Choose a painting that consists of more than just lines and/or geometric shapes. 

3. You must copy the painting exactly, using the same colors and shading. 

4. You can use any medium: markers, crayons, colored pencils, paint etc.

5. Use any technique to make your reproduction. For example, you may choose to trace the painting or draw in free hand. 

6. Your reproduction must be at least 8 ½ x 11 in size.

7. On the bottom right hand side of the reproduction, you must include the following information. It should be neat and legible, either within the painting or on a small piece of paper that you add to the bottom of the painting.

a. The title of the painting

b. The first and last name of the artist AND his country of origin

c. The year it was produced by the artist

8. On the BACK of the painting, you will write your name, date and class period.
9. On the BACK of the painting, you will write a paragraph that:

a. Describes the painting using appropriate artistic vocabulary

b. Describes the overall feeling of the painting using appropriate vocabulary

c. Explains why you like this painting and/or why your chose it or the artist.
